	The PoC Service Infrastructure comprises of all PoC Networks and their system elements.  PoC Networks are assumed to be interconnected to allow communication and data transfer among PoC Users. 

	PoC Session Control Data
	PoC Session Control Data is the command (e.g. to store, to retrieve, to re-play, to delete) the PoC User utilizes to control the PoC Session Data.

	PoC Session Data
	PoC Session Data is the flow of Media from a PoC Client that is stored in the PoC Box.


***********2nd Change – NEW Texts***********

8.xx  PoC Box
PoC Box is an instantiation of the Storage and Recording entity.  The PoC Box SHALL be used to store Media Bursts and Media Burst Control Information, sender identity, Participant information with the permission of the PoC User.

The PoC Box SHALL support the following functions:

· PoC Session signaling between the PoC Server and Storage and Recording Entity (e.g. PoC Box)

· Media Burst transport

· Subset of the Media Burst Control  procedures

· Storage and Retrieval of  Media Bursts

· Storage and Retrieval of  Media Control Information
· Storage and Retrieval of sender identity and Participant information

· Disposition of the stored Media Bursts and Media Control  Information
· Execute the command of the PoC user (e.g. retrieve, replay, store and delete) to manage the PoC Session Data and PoC Session Control Data

· Delete the message when the expiration time set by the message issuer has expired.

The PoC Box MAY perform the following functions: 

· Store the expiration time of the message requested by the message issuer.

8.yy  PoC Crisis Server
Crisis Server is an instantiation of the Storage and Recording entity.

Content Server is an instantiation of the Storage and Recording entity.
