PoC Sessions are established using the Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) as specified in the Control Plane specification. Media Burst Control uses the Media Burst Control Protocol (MBCP) defined by the User Plane specification. The PoC Service is applicable for RTP and MSRP based media content. The PoC Service interacts with the Presence Enabler and the XDM enabler.

Push to talk Over Cellular (PoC) 2.1 is an enhancement of PoC 2.0 and is intended to be fully backwards compatible with PoC 2.0 and PoC 1.0.  The PoC service is similar to a “walkie-talkie” application in the way that by pressing a button a communication session with an individual PoC User or a broadcast to a group of Participants is initiated. PoC Sessions are established using the Session Initiation Protocol (SIP) as specified in the Control Plane specification. Media Burst Control uses the Media Burst Control Protocol (MBCP) defined by the User Plane specification. The PoC Service is applicable for RTP and MSRP based media content. The PoC Service interacts with the Presence Enabler, the XDM enabler and CBUS enabler.
