	The application-dependent data of most TBCP messages is not well-defined 
and not extensible.

	Problem Text
	Why isn't the application-dependent data part of different TBCP messages 
defined in some common way that would allow extensibility and the use of 
same encoding rules for each message? 

For each TBCP message there seems to be different encoding rules of 
parameters (optionality, length, order, extensibility). See for example 
Request, Taken and Connect messages. This increases the possibility of 
errors/misinterpretations, not to mention implementation overhead. Just 
as an example, it is not clearly stated whether TBCP Granted can include 
participant count info without stop talking timer info. 

Application dependent data of TBCP messages seems to change in every 
candidate enabler release and as extensibility is not considered for 
most of the TBCP messages, it is hard to provide backward-compability 
for the old implementations.
