PR27 has been open for some time now, and states:
	Problem Text
	The spec states: 

"a. SHALL forward the received RTP Media packets towards all other PoC 
Clients that are not on hold, if the PoC Session is not a 1-many-1 
Session;", 

when it should probably state something like: 

"a. SHALL forward the received RTP Media packets towards all other PoC 
Clients that are not on hold, if the PoC Session is not a 1-many-1 
Session or the Distinguished Participant talking." 

The b step should also be revised accordingly.


Change Summary: The proposed text expands the case of 1-many-1 Sessions media packet forwarding for Distinguished and Ordinary participants in an attempt to clarify the existing text.
Scope of Change: Section 6.4.4.3.4.
Situation if changes are not accepted: Media packet forwarding is incorrectly described in the existing text, resulting in the possibility of incorrect implementations of 1-many-1 Sessions.

6.4.4.3.4 Receive RTP Media packets (R: Media from permitted client)

Upon receiving RTP Media packets from the permitted PoC Client the PoC Server:

1. SHALL start the T2 (Stop talking) timer if not already running; 

2. SHALL forward the received RTP Media packets towards either:
a.  all other PoC Clients that are not on hold, if the PoC Session is not a 1-many-1 Session;

or,

b. all Ordinary Participants that are not on hold, if the PoC Session is a 1-many-1 Session and the Media packets are the Distinguished Participant talking;

or,
c. the Distinguished Participant, if the PoC Session is a 1-many-1 Session  and the Media packets are an Ordinary Participant talking;

3. SHALL restart the T1 (End of RTP Media) timer; and,

4. SHALL remain in the ‘G: TB_Taken’ state.
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
