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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes a change in the User Plane Specification V1.0 for correcting a bug.

Currently RTCP APP message format message (in Section 6.5.1) defines the length field definition as

"The length field in the RTCP header is the length of the packet in 32-bit words, not counting the first 32-bit word in which the length field resides."

Whereas TB Grant Message (in Section 6.5.3) which conforms to RTCP APP message format, defines the length filed value as

"The value of the length field varies from 3 to 5 depending if optional additional information fields are included or not."

But currently the TB Grant message defines

"The TBCP Talk Burst Granted message SHALL consist of the mandatory 12 bytes of header information and MAY consist of 4 bytes of additional information used for the stop talking timer item, and another 4 bytes of additional information used for Participants item."  => Overall 20 Bytes which is 160 Bit Word i.e Five 32 Bit Words.

Excluding the 1st 4 bytes, there must be 2 bytes minimum, and maximum of 4 bytes should be there.  Hence the value in the length field value (resides in the first 32 Bit Field) varies from2 to 4, and not 3 to 5.

The value of the length field varies from 3 to 4 depending if optional additional information fields are included or not.

If the optional Stop talking time item is included, it SHALL consist of the 8 bits T2-timer field and the 8 bits T2-length field indicating the length of the following additional information in bytes (8 bits) and the 16 bits Stop talking time value field as an integer number (x) giving the time of Stop talking (T2) timer.
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
