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1 Reason for Change

PoC Session Identity shall be allocated by PoC Server the way that SIP requests for e.g. re-joining the PoC Session shall be possible also in the case that PF is not anymore participating this PoC Session. Currently PoC Session Identity is poorly defined, just telling how PoC Client will get it.

This contribution proposes a solution for this problem.

5.x PoC Session Identity

The PoC Session Identity is a URI, which SHALL identify the PoC Session.

PoC Server performing Controlling PoC Function SHALL allocate a unique PoC Session Identity for the PoC Session when established.   
PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function MAY modify the PoC Session Identity as described in the subclause 7.3.2.1 “General”.

PoC Session Identity SHALL identify the PoC Session the way that e.g.:

· PoC User is able to leave a PoC Session;

· PoC User is able to add PoC Users to an on-going PoC Session;

· PoC User is able to subscribe the Participant information of the on-going PoC Session;
· PoC User is able to re-join the PoC Session as long as the PoC Session is on-going in the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function also in the case that his Home PoC Server is not anymore participating the PoC Session; and,
· SIP/IP Cores are able to route an initial SIP request to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function .
NOTE:  The exact format of the PoC Session Identity allocated by PoC Server depends on the functionality of the SIP/IP Core in this PoC Network.  
PoC Server performing Controlling PoC Function SHALL send the PoC Session Identity towards the PoC Client during the PoC Session establishment in the Contact header. 

PoC Server performing Participating PoC Function SHALL send the PoC Session Identity to the PoC Client in the TBCP Connect message if Pre-established Session is used.
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
