	ambiguous adding of the session type in the INVITE (rejoining a session)

	Problem Text
	When a user rejoins a session, the client sends a INVITE request. 
The inclusion of the session type in the Request-URI of this INVITE 
request is not clear : 
- 6.1.5.1 step 2 : the Request-URI is the PoC Session Identity 
- 6.1.5.1 step 3 : the client can add the session type or not ! 

In the definitions (section 3.1), the PoC Session Identity is the SIP 
URI received in the Contact header (INVITE or 200 OK) if it is not a 
Pre-established session. 

However, this contact contains the session type, and the session type 
parameter is a part of the SIP URI (see RFC 3261 section 25.1). 

The contact SHALL contain this parameter in the 200 OK (7.2.1.1 step 6 
of the Sending OK part) or in the INVITE (7.2.2.1 step 8 in the INVITE 
part). 

The session type should always be in the Request-URI. 

So the 6.1.5.1 step 3 should be removed and the step 2 could contain a 
part in order to remain the parameters of the Request-URI.
