	The pass criteria of PoC-1.0-con-C-0307 in OMA-ETS-PoC-CON-V1_0- 
20060616-C is that no TBCP requests should be sent during a talk burt 
and the reason has also be mentioned in section 5.4 of OMA-TS-PoC- 
UserPlane-V1_0-20060609-A: 
"To reduce potential degradation of the quality of the media 
transmission, the PoC Client and the PoC Server SHOULD NOT schedule 
transmission of RTCP packets or TBCP messages during a Talk Burst." 

Unfortunately the statements in section 6.2.5.2.4 of OMA-TS-PoC- 
UserPlane-V1_0-20060609-A tells the client to send TBCP Request and 
actually stop the T13 (end of RTP Media). The result is the test will 
always fail for all clients that implement the states of the basic 
operations correctly.
