	When pre-established sessions are used, PoC client may easily think it 
has received a new session right after it has a left a session even 
though it has only received media from the previous session.

	Problem Text
	Let's consider following scenario: 
- User 2 has automatic answer mode enabled and has User 1 in his accept 
list 
- User 2 has established a pre-established session 

1. User 1 invites User 2 and User 3 to an ad-hoc session 
2. User 2 receives TBCP Connect message (answers automatically) and 
moves to the state "Pre-established Session_In_use" (UP 6.2.6.2.1) 
3. User 3 answers manually 
4. User 1 starts talking 
5. Users 2 and 3 hear User 1 talking 
6. User 2 leaves the session with REFER BYE and moves to the state 
"Pre-established Session_Not_in_use" (UP 6.2.6.3.4) 
7. User 2 receives RTP (from User 1) and switches back to the state 
"Pre-established Session_In_use" (UP 6.2.6.2.2) 
8. The participating function of User 2 receives the REFER BYE message 
and removes the user from the session and stops forwarding RTP. 

Result: 
* User 2 thinks that he is still in a session. 
* PoC Server and other users do not see the User 2 in the session.
