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1 Reason for Change

Justification
If a PoC Client is sending dummy RTP Media packets (e.g. to keep a NAT remember ports) non valid RTP Media packets will arrive to the PoC Server this result in that a TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message is sent towards the PoC Client. This can be avoided if the PoC Server checks that it is a valid RTP Packet before starting the Revoke procedure. 
Scope of change

 Clarifies that the Revoke procedure on shall be used in case of valid RTP Media packets.
Impacted subclauses

Subclause 6.4.5.2.5 is modified. 
Consequence if not accepted

Unnecessary signaling can occur.

Change 1:  ( Modifying subclause)

6.4.5.2.5 Receive RTP Media packets (R: Media)

Upon receiving valid RTP Media packets from the associated PoC Client the PoC Server:
NOTE:
All RTP Media packets not containing the RTP fixed header fields as specified in [RFC3550] are ignored by the PoC Server. 
1. SHALL NOT forward the received RTP Media packets to other PoC Clients in the PoC Session.

2. SHALL send a TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message to the associated PoC Client.

The TBCP Talk Burst Revoke message:

a. SHALL include the Reason code field ‘No permission to send a Talk Burst’.

3. SHALL perform the actions specified in the subclause 6.4.5.7.1 “Enter the ‘U: not permitted but sending RTP Media packets’ state”.
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
