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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification: 

The bullet 7 in the CP subclause 6.1.2 is not aligned with RFC 3903.

RFC3903 says about Expires headerista (subclause 4.2):

An initial PUBLISH request MAY contain a single Expires header field. This value indicates the suggested lifetime of the event state publication. The ESC may lower the suggested lifetime of the publication, but it will never extend it. If an Expires header field is not present, the EPA is indicating its desire for the ESC to choose. The Expires header field in a 2xx response to the initial PUBLISH indicates the actual duration for which the publication will remain active. Unless refreshed before this lifetime is exceeded, the publication will expire. 

If client includes the Expires header in SIP PUBLISH request, then it shall also accept error response SIP 423 "Interval Too Brief" and new SIP PUBLISH shall be sent as described in RFC3903 section 5:

If an EPA receives a 423 (Interval Too Brief) response to a PUBLISH request, it MAY retry the publication after changing the expiration interval in the Expires header field to be equal to or greater than the expiration interval within the Min-Expires header field of the 423 (Interval Too Brief) response. 

The negotiation can eb avoided, if client doen't include the Expires header in the request.

Actually the step 7 in CP 6.1.2 is not needed, because the issue is covered by bullet 1, which refers to RFC3903 or alternatively it can be changed to:

· 7. MAY set PoC Service Settings expiration timer in expires header according to rules and procedures of [RFC 3903], timer value SHALL be in the same range as the registration timer recommended by SIP/IP Core;

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.1.2 PoC Service Settings procedure

To set, update or refresh the PoC Service Settings, the PoC Client:

· 1. SHALL generate a SIP PUBLISH request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3903] and [RFC4354];

· 2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP PUBLISH request to the PoC Address of the PoC User;
· 3. SHALL include the PoC Address of the PoC User as the Authenticated Originator's PoC Address as specified in subclause 5.2 “Authenticated Originator's PoC Address”;
· 4. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the PoC feature tag '+g.poc.talkburst' along with ‘require’ and ‘explicit’ parameters according to rules and procedures of [RFC 3841]; 
· 5. SHALL include User-Agent header to indicate the PoC release version as specified in subclause E.4.1 "Release version in User-agent and Server headers";
· 6. SHALL set the Event header to the value 'poc-settings';

· 7. MAY set PoC Service Settings expiration timer in expires header, if set, SHALL set according to rules and procedures of [RFC 3903], in the same range as the registration timer recommended by SIP/IP Core;

· 8. SHALL include the PoC Service Settings as follows:

a. Answer mode setting (auto-answer or manual-answer);

b. Incoming PoC Session Barring setting (ISB active or ISB not active);

c. Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring setting (IAB active or IAB not active); and,

d. Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support setting (SSS active or SSS not active).

· 8. SHALL send the SIP PUBLISH request according to rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.

On receiving the SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP PUBLISH request the PoC Client MAY indicate to the PoC User the successful communication of the PoC Service Settings to the PoC Server. 

NOTE: 
It needs to be studied whether a single PoC Address can be used with more than one PoC Client.

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds to 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS 24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
