	If anonymous uri is taken from the From header of INVITE request, they 
might not be unique.

	Problem Statement 
	The section 7.2.1.11.2 of the control plane specification states that 
the PoC Server "SHALL for the originating PoC Client include the from 
header, if the Participant has requested privacy" to the entity 
attribute of the conference info. Most clients use the anonymous uri 
"sip:anonymous@anonymous.invalid". If there are several originating 
anonymous clients in a (e.g. chat group) session, the anonymous URIs 
will not be unique. The section 5.6 of RFC 4575 states that "The 
'entity' value MUST be unique among all participants in the conference". 
So to comply with RFC 4575 the PoC Server cannot use the From header for 
anonymous URIs. Using unique URIs allows participants to distinguish 
between different users. 

In addition to this some clients do not even use anonymous URI in the 
From header, so using From header in this case will compromise the 
anonymity.
