	Tel URIs might not work for PoC Group and PoC access policies. 

	Problem Statement 
	If a client defines the members of a restricted chat group with tel URIs 
and PoC server receives a SIP URI in P-Asserted-Identity header from 
IMS, the PoC server rejects join requests. If a user adds tel URI to his 
reject list, he might still receive calls from this number, if 
P-Asserted-Identity header is SIP URI. 

IMS may send both the SIP and tel URI to the PoC Server in 
P-Asserted-Identity headers, but the control plane specifications talk 
only about a single Authenticated Originator's PoC Address. 

Possible solutions include: 
1.PoC Server finds matching rules for all the P-Asserted-Identities and 
combines permissions according to common policy 
2.If tel URIs are to be used, PoC clients are required to set 
P-Preferred-Identity to the tel URI 
3.PoC Server can be configured to use either tel or sip URIs for policy 
checkings 
Solutions 2 and 3 do not work for networks where both sip and tel URIs 
are used. 

Same problem can be seen with PRS server.
