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1 Reason for Change

PoC has recently applied a bugfix to the document poc_listService-v1_0.xsd.
ARC is referencing this document in the Parlay X specification and found further validation errors in this document during the development of Parlay X.
R01 addresses the R&A comment that actually the common-policy namespace has not been removed from the attached schema. 
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There is no impact on backward compatibility, as the existing document is not valid.

5 Recommendation

MWG POC is kindly requested to review and agree the proposed changes.
6 Detailed Change Proposal

The PoC listService XML schema uses local import declarations to import schemas which are re-used by PoC.

Such practice mandates that the referenced XML schemas are installed manually in the schema repository of the XML validator, and therefore prevents creating stand-alone packages of XML schemas as well as the effective re-use of the schema in such packages. The reason is that the schema appears faulty after it has been downloaded from the portal.

It is therefore suggested to supply a schemaLocation attribute with each import statement which allows the validators to fetch the XML schemas from the repository, as this is common practice in XML schemas that are intended to be made available in a public repository.
Further, the declaration of an unused namespace (urn:oma:xml:xdm:common-policy) is removed from the schema.

It is planned to notify IETF of this issue in due course and ask for correction. In the meantime, the correct version of the referenced schema (copied from RFC 4826, file local_copy_iana_resource-lists.xsd) is also attached to this document for convenience.
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
