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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:
The requirement of Moderated PoC Group is an important feature in PoC2.0. The contribution PoCV2-0050 was agreed as a basis description of the Moderated PoC Group during Athens meeting and has been included in the latest PoC2 AD document. Also it is suggested that more contributions should be drafted to modify and perfect the Moderated PoC Group related sections. This contribution is just based on the suggestion above.
In the description of the latest PoC2 AD, the Moderator Functionality will send the granted media requests to the PoC Server performing the control function, and the PoC Server performing control function will queue such granted media burst(s). In this scenario, Moderator may request to modify the granted media bursts queue on the PoC Server performing the control function, e.g. to cancel a queued granted media burst or to adjust the position of the queued media bursts, etc. All of those operations will greatly help the Moderator to control the media burst effectively.

c) Summary of change:
Related texts are added to the sub clause 9.15”Moderated PoC Group” to enhance the management of Media Burst queue function.

The specific features of Media Burst Queue operation will be absent from the AD document.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
9.15 Moderated PoC Groups
Editor’s Note: This subclause contains incomplete preliminary text.

Moderated PoC Groups is a functionality of PoC 2 enabler, which supports an authorized participant of a PoC Group Session to be a moderator of the session. Moderator in a PoC Session has an ability to control the Media Burst Control entity of the PoC Session. Moderator is typically the owner of the Pre-arranged PoC Group, but she/he may be able to delegate the role of moderator to other PoC User, that is a participant in a PoC Session.

The Moderated Media Burst Control as follows:
· When a PoC User requests a floor, e.g. press the button, the PoC Client SHALL send a request for the permission to send a Media Burst to the PoC Server, if PoC Server receives a request, it SHOULD forward the request to the Moderator functionality.
· The Moderator functionality SHALL queue floor requests for the Moderator. 

· The PoC Server Performing Controlling Function SHALL request the Moderator functionality to arrange a floor if no PoC Client has the permission to send a Media Burst

· When the Moderator confirms a request to send a Media Burst. The Moderator functionality SHALL inform the PoC Server to confirm the request.

· The PoC Server May queue the granted Media Burst permissions from the Moderator functionality, If the PoC Server support queuing, then one confirmation message from Moderator functionality  MAY include one or more PoC Users to get the floor and the PoC Server performing Controlling Function will arrange the floor according to the order in the confirmation message . If the PoC Server does not support queuing, then one confirmation message includes only one PoC User to get the floor.
· The Moderator May request the PoC Server performing Controlling Functionality to delete a granted Media Burst permission or to adjust the position of a granted Media Burst permission in the granted Media Burst Queue.

· At any time there SHALL be at most one request to send a Media Burst queued for each PoC Client in each PoC Session. If a second request is received from a PoC Client when the previous request is already handled and queued in the PoC Server, the PoC Server SHALL remove the granted and send the second request to the Moderator, if not handled, the PoC Server SHALL send the second request to the Moderator and the Moderator functionality Shall remove the first request.

· The PoC Server SHALL supervise the length of a Media Burst and SHALL revoke the permission to talk if the length exceeds a configurable maximum Media Burst duration.
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
