8. x Multiple Media Burst Control Schemes
Media Burst Control Scheme is a defined subset of the entire User Plane tailored to some application that makes use of the PoC Enabler. The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY support multiple Media Burst Control schemes for Pre-arranged PoC Group. 
If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function supports Multiple Media Burst Control Schemes, the follow applies:
· On receiving a session set-up request, the PoC Server performing Controlling Function SHALL apply Media Burst Control scheme defined for the pre-arranged PoC Group if included in the Group Information.
· 
· The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY indicated to the PoC Client which Media Burst Control Scheme is used in the PoC Session when the PoC Session is established.

· 
· The PoC Client MAY indicate to the PoC User which Media Burst Control Scheme is used in the PoC Session when the PoC session is established.
