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1 Reason for Change

R02: Reanalyzed the requirement and realized that Incoming Media Barring:

· is an extension to Incoming Session Barring (ISB) not an extension to Incoming Conditional Barring.
· The statement "..when the receiving PoC User does not want to receive certain Media at certain moment" also indicates that this is a dynamic feature and not a static feature. 
This revision of the CR removes every relation to any conditional barring.

3.2   Definitions

	Incoming Media Barring
	Incoming Media Barring is a PoC Service Setting for the PoC Client that conveys the PoC User's desire for the PoC service to block certain Media in incoming PoC Session requests.


6.1.3.3     Participating PoC Function

The PoC Server SHALL perform the following functions when it fulfils the Participating PoC Function:

· Provides PoC Session handling 

· Supports the User Plane adaptation procedures

· Provides SIP Session handling, such as SIP Session origination, release, etc, on behalf of the represented PoC Client

· Provides policy enforcement for incoming PoC Session (e.g. Access Control, Incoming PoC Session Barring, availability status, etc)

· Provides the Participant charging reports

· Supports Talk Burst Control Protocol negotiation

· Stores the current Answer Mode, Incoming PoC Session Barring, Incoming Instant Personal Barring, and Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring preferences of the PoC Client.

· Provides for privacy of the PoC Address of the Inviting PoC User on the PoC Session setup in the terminating PoC network 
The PoC Server MAY perform the following functions when it fulfils the Participating PoC Function:

· Provide the Talk Burst Control message transfer function between PoC Client and PoC Server performing Controlling PoC Function

The PoC Server SHOULD perform the following functions when it fulfils the Participating PoC Function:

· Support Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring.
· Support Outgoing Condition Based PoC Session Barring.
· Support Incoming Media Barring
When the Participating PoC Function is on the media path, the PoC Server SHALL:

· relay RTP Media packets between the PoC Client and the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function

· provide the Talk Burst Control message transfer function between PoC Client and PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function

· collect and provide media quality information

When the Participating PoC Function is on the media path, the PoC Server MAY:

· provide filtering of the media streams in the case of Simultaneous PoC Sessions

· provide transcoding between different codecs

The Participating PoC Function is performed once per PoC Client for all incoming/outgoing PoC Sessions.

The Participating PoC Function MAY support Simultaneous PoC Sessions for the PoC Client. The Participating PoC Function MAY have 0 to M number of PoC Sessions for the PoC Client, where M is the maximum number of Simultaneous PoC Sessions permitted to a single PoC Client. The maximum number of possible Simultaneous PoC Sessions MAY be limited by the operator or the PoC Client configuration. 

Figure 9 “Participating PoC Function with Simultaneous PoC Session support (informative)” illustrates the Participating PoC Function sub-structure, which is informative for clarification.

The composer MAY provide the following functions for the Participating PoC Function:

· support for Simultaneous PoC Sessions (e.g. storage of multiple-session settings, priority status of all active sessions, media flow control based on priorities (optionally))

8.26   PoC Service Settings 

The PoC Client SHALL control the following PoC Service Settings via the POC-1 reference point:

· Answer Mode;

· Incoming Session Barring; 

· Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring;
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support;
· Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring;

· Incoming Media Barring.
The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail.

8.18.2   PoC User access policy

PoC User access policy MAY be used by the PoC User as a means of controlling the incoming PoC Session requests from other PoC Users or PoC Groups. 

The PoC User access policy SHALL support the following actions:

· Allow/block PoC User and PoC Groups incoming PoC Session request
· Block anonymous PoC User’s incoming PoC Session request
· Allow PoC Users to be treated in Automatic Answer Mode

The PoC User access policy MAY support the following actions:

· Allow PoC Users to override Manual Answer Mode setting, known as MAO.

· Allow/Block PoC Users based on Media Type.

The Access Control MAY be applied also on the delivery of the Instant Personal Alerts.

PoC User access policies are superseded by the Incoming PoC Session Barring, Incoming Video Barring, Incoming Audio Barring and Incoming Discrete Media Barring states.
8.26.x  Incoming Media Barring (IMB)
The Incoming Media Barring makes it possible for a PoC User to bar certain Media Types when invited to a PoC Session.

The PoC Client MAY support Incoming Video Barring, Incoming Audio Barring and/or Incoming Discrete Media Barring.

The PoC Server SHOULD support Incoming Media Barring.
If the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network supports the Incoming Media Barring procedure, the PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Incoming Media Barring settings provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User.
The PoC Client MAY bar the following Media Types separately:

· Video;

· Audio (including PoC Speech); and,

· Discrete Media.
If the terminating PoC Server performing the Participant PoC Function supports Incoming Media Barring and barring is active for one or more Media Types the PoC Server SHALL if a Media Type offered as part of PoC Session establishment Media negotiation is barred the offered Media Type SHALL be removed from the offered Media Types.

If all Media Types offered as part of PoC Session establishment Media negotiation is removed as the result of Incoming Media Barring the request SHALL be rejected with an appropriate reason.
8.26.x.1  Incoming Video Barring

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Video Barring, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the Incoming Media Barring setting to the Home PoC Network.
The possible values are:
· Incoming Video Barring active; or,

· Incoming Video Barring not active.
8.26.x.2 Incoming Audio Barring

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Audio Barring, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the Incoming Media Barring setting to the Home PoC Network.
The possible values are:
· Incoming Audio Barring active; or,

· Incoming Audio Barring not active.
8.26.x.3  Incoming Discrete Media Barring

If the PoC Client supports Incoming Video Barring, the PoC Client SHALL indicate the Incoming Media Barring setting to the Home PoC Network.
The possible values are:
· Incoming Discrete Media Barring active; or,

· Incoming Discrete Media not active.
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
