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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:
According to the introduction of PoCv2.0-AD-2006-0001, CF determination is a way to select the activated CF based on the rules to make higher efficient for PoC system or fulfil the requirement of Service Provider. When a PF receives the request to initiate a PoC Session, The PF will send the request to CF as defined in PoCv1. Then the CF will select an activated CF as the CF for this session based on the rules defined by Service Provider. For the Ad hoc Group, the PF and CF are the same PoC Server, so the PoC Server can select the activated CF directly.
It is proposed to add a new section to the chapter 8 to clarify CF Determination.

New section of “CF Determination” is added.

8.x PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function Determination
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL be able to selected when PoC Session is established. The selection MAY be able to base on the rules provided by Service Provider. After the selection, the PoC Server will indicate the SIP/IP Core the address information of selected PoC Server.
Some examples of rules are listed below (informative):
· Based on traffic load of PoC Server: if one of the selective PoC Servers has lowest traffic load, then it can be selected as a PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function. 

· Based on the PoC Client distribution: PoC Server serves the most number of members in the PoC Group can be selected as a PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function, then media traffic along the network can be decreased.
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
