8.x.2 Remote Access to PoC Service

PoC Users MAY access the PoC Service when the user is not directly connected to the PoC Network, not necessarily using a PoC Client. In order for a PoC User to be able to use PoC Remote Access 

· the Home PoC Network SHALL support PoC Remote Access optional feature

· the PoC User SHALL be authorized to use PoC Remote Access

· the PoC User SHALL have been registered  with the SIP/IP Core for PoC Remote Access

The PoC Address of a PoC User registered for PoC Remote Access SHALL point to:

· PoC Interworking Agent for the user who is not using a PoC Client; or

· the remote PoC Client connected over an external network which does not have an IMS capable SIP/IP Core.
Note: When receiving a PoC Session invitation, an Instant Personal Alert or a Group Advertisement for a PoC User registered for PoC Remote Access, the SIP/IP Core has to route the received message to:

· PoC Interworking Agent for the user who is not using a remote PoC Client; or 

· the remote PoC Client connected over an external network which does not have an IMS capable SIP/IP Core.

Editor’s Note: Check if IMS is supporting routing from/to an external network which does not have an IMS capable SIP/IP Core
The PoC Server SHALL handle a PoC Session invitation, an Instant Personal Alert or a Group Advertisement from a remote PoC User transparently to the other PoC Users involved in the communication (e.g. Talker Identification)
