6 Detailed Change Proposal
6. System concepts
8.x  Invitation Reservation
A PoC Client and PoC Server MAY support Invitation Reservation functionality to enable a PoC Server to initiate the reserved PoC Session. With this functionality, a PoC User can request a PoC Server to reserve an invitation with its preferred Invitation Reservation service parameters e.g. PoC Session start-up time, reservation timeout value, invited PoC Client Presence information, and triggering parameters (e.g. when at least one invitee or all invitees becomes available), etc. 
The Invitation Reservation service parameters in the request may include the Presence Information for the invited PoC User. If the Invitation Reservation service parameters contain the Presence Information for the invited PoC User the PoC Server SHALL get the Presence Information for the invited PoC User, if supported. Invitation Reservation does not require full support of the OMA Presence Service or similar enabler. Just the Presence Information required for the Invitation Reservation function and Presence Authorization Policy are needed. The “Presence Server” function for Invitation Reservation described here could be collocated with a PoC Server if a separate Presence Service is not available. 
When the PoC Server receives and authorizes the request containing an Invitation Reservation service parameters, the PoC Server checks the invited PoC User’s Availability using the SIP specific event notification mechanism as specified in [RFC3265]. 
When the conditions addressed by the Invitation Reservation service parameters are met, the PoC Server automatically establishes a corresponding PoC Session on behalf of the PoC User’s request.


The PoC Client SHALL be able to request Invitation Reservation for 1-1 PoC Session and Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, if supported.

The authorised PoC Group member, according to the PoC Group data, SHALL be able to request Invitation Reservation for a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session using PoC Client capability, if supported.

Note: External interworking machine may place preferred PoC Service Settings and may request Invitation Reservation functionality to the PoC Server.
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
