Two new messages added (as described in the OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0075R04-floor-request-in-Moderated-PoC-Groups-session).

6 Detailed Change Proposal

4.x     Moderated Burst Control
This subclause describes the messages, responses and indications to be sent between the PoC Server and the Moderator in a Moderated PoC Session.

In case of Moderated PoC Session the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Server and the PoC Client acting as a Moderator SHALL additional support the following requests/responses/indications:
Moderated Burst request:
The request is sent by the PoC Server to indicate that a Media Burst request or a Talk Burst request is received from one of the Participants in the PoC Session. The request SHALL include:
· The PoC Address of the Participant requesting permission to send a Media Burst or a Talk Burst.
· The capability of the PoC Client sending the Media Burst request (Queuing supported or not supported);
· Priority level request indicator, if queuing is supported by the PoC Client and the PoC Client requests a priority level; and,
· The Media Type for which permission was requested.

The indication May include:

· A PoC Session Identifier.
Moderated Burst Confirm response:
The response is sent to indicate that the Moderator accepted the request and what response to send to the PoC Client. The request SHALL include:
· PoC Address of the Participant to which the response is sent

· Type of response (Talk / Media Burst request queue position status message or Talk / Media Burst Confirm response message)
The response MAY include:

· Posision in the Queue (in case a Talk / Media Burst request queue position status message is sent).
· A PoC Session Identifier.
Moderated Burst Reject response:
The response is sent when the Moderator rejected the request to give permission to send a Talk Burst / Media Burst. The response SHALL include:

· PoC Address of the Participant to which the response is sent.
· Reason code. Possible reject reason MAY be:
· Another PoC Client already has been given permission to send a Media Burst and no queuing of the request is allowed;

· Another PoC Client already has been given permission to send a Media Burst and the queue is full;

· The PoC Client is not allowed to request permission to send a Media Burst at the moment; and,
· Only one Participant connected to the requested Media-floor. For example only one Participant left supporting Video.
Editor's note: More reject reasons are FFS.
Moderated Burst queue position request:
The request is sent by the PoC Server to the Moderator to request the queue position for a Talk Burst request / Media Burst request in case the Talk Burst request / Media Burst request is queued at the Moderator. The request SHALL include:

· The PoC Address of the Participant requesting its queue position.

The request MAY include:

· A PoC Session Identifier.

Moderator Burst request queue position status message:
The response is sent by the Moderator to indicate the queue position for a Talk Burst request / Media Burst request. The response SHALL include:

· PoC Address of the Participant to which the response is sent.

· Queue position.
· Request priority indication.
The request MAY include:
· A PoC Session Identifier.
· Moderator Burst Granted request

The request is sent by Moderator to indicate to the PoC Server that a PoC Client shall be granted the permission to send Media.
The request SHALL include:

· PoC Address of the Participant to which the request is sent.

The request MAY include:

· A PoC Session Identifier.
· Moderator Burst Granted Confirm response

The response is sent by the PoC Server to indicate that the Moderator Burst Granted request was received and the PoC Client now is granted the permission to send Media.
The response SHALL include:

· PoC Address of the Participant granted permission to send Media.

The request MAY include:

· A PoC Session Identifier.

· Moderator Burst Granted Confirm reject response.

This response is sent by the PoCServer to inform the Moderator that the Moderator Burst Granted Confirm response was received but for some reason the PoC Client could not be granted permission to send Media.

The response SHALL include:

· PoC Address of the Participant that could not be granted permission to send Media.

· Reason

· The PoC Client of the Participant was not connected to the Media-floor.

· The Participant is not participating in the PoC Session (e.g. 
The request MAY include:

· A PoC Session Identifier.

Support for Moderated PoC Session is transparent to a PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function that is involved in media processing. The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL relay all messages related to Media Burst Control to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function or PoC Client, as appropriate, in any PoC Session that is not being filtered by the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function, without modification of the content of the messages. 
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
