This subclause 9.X.2.3 “Non-presence conditions not met immediately, in case of no Presence Service support,” describes the signaling flows when Presence Service is not supported, the Invitation Reservation Conditions include PoC Session start-up time and reservation timeout value and the conditions are not met until sometime after receiving the subscription of the Invitation Reservation Request.
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Figure XX: Invitation Reservation, non-presence conditions not met immediately in case of no Presence Service support,
1. The PoC Server A initiates the subscription to PoC Client B to determine whether the PoC Client B can be invited by creating a SUBSCRIBE request and sends the SUBSCRIBE request to the SIP/IP Core A. Information elements contained in the SUBSCRIBE request includes:

a. PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client A

b. The length of time the subscription lasts.
c. Information whether the PoC Client B can be invited.
2. The SIP/IP Core A forwards the SUBSCRIBE to the terminating network.
3. The SIP/IP Core B forwards the SUBSCRIBE request to the PoC Server B. The PoC Server B receives the SUBSCRIBE request and authorizes the PoC User A.
4-6. If the PoC User A is authorized successfully, the PoC Server B sends an OK response toward the PoC Server A along the signalling path.
7-9. The PoC Server B checks whether the PoC Client B can be invited through the PoC Client B’s PoC Service Setting state, busy status and access rules. If the PoC Client B can’t be invited, the PoC Server B sends a NOTIFY request including the information that the PoC Client B can’t be invited. The NOTIFY request is sent toward the PoC Server A along the signalling path. Information elements contained in the NOTIFY request:
