6 Detailed Change Proposal
8.37  Invitation Reservation
A PoC Client and PoC Server MAY support Invitation Reservation functionality to enable a network-initiated PoC Session establishment. With this functionality, a PoC User can make an Invitation Reservation request to cause a PoC Server to establish an invitation with its preferred Invitation Reservation Condition. After the service request, when the conditions addressed by the Invitation Reservation Conditions are met, the PoC Server automatically establishes a corresponding PoC Session on behalf of the PoC User’s request.

If Presence Service is supported, the Invitation Reservation Conditions are conditions based on presence information for the invited PoC User(s), PoC Session start-up time, reservation timeout value, and triggering parameters (e.g. a PoC Session(s) will be initiated when either only one PoC User is available or all PoC Users are available). If Presence Service is supported and the Invitation Reservation Conditions include at least either conditions based on presence information for the invited PoC User(s) or triggering parameter, then the PoC Server SHALL contact the Presence Server to get the presence information for the invited PoC User(s).
If Presence Service is not supported, the Invitation Reservation Conditions SHALL be PoC Session start-up time and reservation timeout value. If Presence Service is not supported and the Invitation Reservation Conditions include only PoC Session start-up time and reservation timeout value, then the originating PoC Server SHALL request the information whether the invited PoC User(s) can be invited during the PoC Session start-up time and reservation timeout period. The terminating PoC Server SHALL provide the information whether the invited PoC User(s) can be invited by checking its PoC Service Setting, busy status and access rules, if the terminating PoC Server supports the Invitation Reservation. 
The PoC Client SHALL be able to request Invitation Reservation for 1-1 PoC Session and Ad-hoc PoC Group Session, if supported.

The authorised PoC Group member, according to the PoC Group data, SHALL be able to request Invitation Reservation for a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session using PoC Client capability, if supported.

NOTE: External interworking machine may place preferred Invitation Reservation Conditions and may request Invitation Reservation functionality to the PoC Server.
