8.x Backward Compatibility

This subclause covers the general signaling principles to achieve backward compatibility.  The PoC 2 feature specific issues, e.g. how PoC Box functionality works with PoC 1 network elements, are covered in the corresponding subclauses.
PoC Server SHALL support the backward compatibility.  PoC 2.0 Server SHALL use PoC-2 and PoC-3 reference points for PoC 1.0 Clients as specified in PoC 1.0 specifications.
PoC Client SHALL support the backward compatibility.  PoC 2.0 Client SHALL use PoC-2 and PoC-3 reference points for PoC 1.0 Servers as specified in PoC 1.0 specifications.

Home PoC 2.0 Server SHALL know the version of PoC Clients by using the PoC Service Setting information.
PoC 2.0 Client  SHALL know the version of Home PoC Server by configuration data.

Editor’s Note.  The backward compatibility of reference points PoC-4, PoC-5, PoC-8 and NNI part of the PoC-2 is FFS.
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
