6 Detailed Change Proposal
8.9.x  Pre-granted Talk Burst Control
PoC Clients MAY send Talk Bursts without requesting Talk Bursts if pre-granted Talk Burst Control is supported according to negotiation of the PoC Session set-up.
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY pre-grant Talk Burst for PoC Clients as follows.

· The first permission to send a Talk Burst in the PoC Session SHALL be granted by the PoC Server after the PoC Client implicitly request to the PoC Server.
· The PoC Server MAY pre-grant the permission to send a Talk Burst to the other PoC Client(s), which were receiving the previous Talk Burst after the previous Talk Burst was released.
· When the pre-granted PoC Client needs to send a Talk Burst, PoC Client MAY send a Talk Burst to the PoC Server without Talk Burst request.
· PoC Server MAY cancel the pre-granted permission to send a Talk Burst by sending a No Talk Burst indication to the PoC Client(s).
· When No Talk Burst indication is received PoC Client SHALL NOT send Talk Burst before getting the Talk Burst Granted message.

· The PoC Server SHALL revoke the Talk Burst in case another Talk Burst in the same PoC Session is already on-going or PoC Server has already granted Talk Burst to another PoC Client.

NOTE:  Talk Burst queuing can’t be used with pre-granted Talk Burst Control.

If pre-granted Talk Burst Control is supported, The PoC Client and the PoC Server SHALL support the following requests/responses/indications:

· Talk Burst pre-granted indication:
The indication is sent by the PoC Server to the PoC Client(s) to pre-grant the permission to send a Talk Burst. The Talk Burst pre-granted indication SHALL include:
· A PoC Session Identifier.
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
