1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:
This CR is to specify the AD proposal of the pre-granted Talk Burst Control procedure (OMA-POC-POCv2-2005-0016-Performance-Improvements).
b) Clauses affected:

New subclause 8.9.x.

This CR puts AD level description for the pre-granted Talk Burst Control procedure under the section 8. System Concepts

d) Consequence if not approved:
The pre-granted Talk Burst Control procedure is not specified and so almost no performance improvements are covered in PoC 2.
e) Reason for revision:

R01:  Meeting comments taken account and functionality simplified.  (This is not any more the Pre-granted Talk Burst Control functionality.

Pre-granted TBCP can be used in the same PoC session with PoC Clients, which don’t support pre-granted TBCP.   Details are stage 3 issues.
