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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:
Nick Name is widely used by Pre-arranged PoC Group, Ad-hoc PoC Group and Chat PoC Group in PoC1.0. In Chat PoC Group, it is possible that two PoC Clients use same Nick Name in a PoC Session. The difficulty for author is that Media receivers can not distinguish the two clients when the same Nick Name is presented in MBCP message. 
Author thinks it is not a good idea that MBCP message includes SIP URI and Nick Name. Therefore, author suggests PoC Server should support avoiding same Nick Name is used by more than one PoC Clients in a PoC Session. 
If there is a PoC Client join in a PoC Session using a Nick Name which has been used by other PoC Client in this PoC Session, the PoC Server can change another recommended Nick Name based on local policy. For example, PoC Server can change “magic” into “magic1” or “magic” into “magic00” any way. 
For this reason, this CR proposes PoC Server can avoid that a Nick Name is used by more than one PoC Client. As described in this CR, PoC Server supports changing another Nick Name based on local policy and indicating this change to the PoC Client. 
b) Clauses affected:

c) Summary of change:
PoC supports changing another Nick Name based on local policy and indicating this change to the PoC Client.
d) Consequence if not approved:

In a PoC Session, the PoC Server can not avoid that one Nick Name is used by more than one PoC Clients.

8.3 Identification of inviting PoC User

The PoC Server SHALL maintain the PoC Address of the inviting PoC User used in the originating request (SIP URI, TEL URI, Nick Name or combination SIP URI + Nick Name).  The PoC Server SHALL identify the Groups by SIP URI and MAY identify them by Nick Name.

In the case of the PoC Group Session the PoC Server SHALL provide the PoC Group Identity to the invited PoC Client(s).

The home PoC Server SHALL replace the Nick Name provided by the inviting PoC Client, if the Nick Name is configured in the home PoC Server of the inviting PoC User.
The Controlling PoC Server SHALL replace the Nick Name by a recommended Nick Name based on local policy when a PoC Client uses an appeared Nick Name in a PoC Session. For example, PoC Server can change “Magic” into “Magic00”. PoC Server can indicate Nick Name change to PoC Client.  包括用户重复，服务器给指示，让用户自己选。
In the case the PoC Address is restricted subclause 8.8 “Privacy” applies.

8.4 Talker Identification

To provide the PoC Address and Nick Name of the Participant who has been permitted to send a Talk Burst to all listening Participants in the PoC Session the PoC Server SHALL support Talker Identification.

The Controlling PoC Server SHALL collect the PoC Address and Nick Name of the Participants engaged in the PoC Session when in the process of establishing the PoC Sessions with the PoC Clients, including the initiators PoC Address and Nick Name, which is received in the initial PoC Session establishment phase.
The Controlling PoC Server SHALL provide the address of the talking PoC Client to the listening PoC Client in the Talker Arbitration message called receiving Talk Burst indication. 

In the case the PoC Address is restricted subclause 8.8 “Privacy” applies.
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
