1 Reason for Change

R01: To clarify the proposal, some modifications are added to the proposed new definition.
"Intentional Answering" related descriptions are removed. 
Some new texts are added to the descriptions for Invited Parties Identity Information in Section 8.41 in order to make those descriptions to be more precise.
The removal of the Editor's note is withdrawn.
A) Justification:
New Section for Invited Parties Identity Information had been added to Section 8 of the AD as 8.41 at the last PoC meeting in Paris. This document proposes the correspondent new texts for Section 8.26 Service Settings to be added.

New texts describing Service Settings on Invited Parties Identity Information Mode in Section 8.26. New texts for definition of 'Invited Parties Identity Information Mode'.

Change 2:  Brief description of specific change
8.26 PoC Service Settings 

The PoC Client SHALL control the following PoC Service Settings via the POC-1 reference point:

· Answer Mode;

· Incoming Session Barring; 

· Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring;
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support;
· Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring;
· Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions; and
· Invited Parties Identity Information Mode.
The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail.

8.26.1 Answer mode

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User. 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the Answer Mode setting.

The possible Answer Mode settings are:

· Automatic answer; and

· Manual answer.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL include the value of the Answer Mode in all invitations to the Served PoC User.
SKIPPING… 
8.26.x  Invited Parties Identity Information Mode
The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Invited Parties Identity Information Mode setting for the Served PoC User when the PoC Server will accept an invitation automatically.

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change his Invited Parties Identity Information Mode.

The possible  Invited Parties Identity Information Mode settings are:

· With Invited Parties Identity Information; or,
· Without Invited Parties Identity Information.

Change 3:  Another change (removal of Editor's Note is withdrawn in R01)
8.27 Invited Parties Identity Information
 SKIPPING… 
The invited PoC Client MAY support displaying the list of invited parties identity information on the User Equipment.

A PoC Client SHALL be able to publish its Invited Parties Identity Information Mode Setting for its Home PoC Server’s behaviour when the Home PoC Server will accept an invitation automatically as follows;
· “Answer automatically and send the invitation to the PoC Client with the invited parties identity information when the Home PoC Server will accept the invitation for him automatically.” or

·  “Answer automatically and send the invitation to the PoC Client without the invited parties identity information when the Home PoC Server will accept the invitation for him automatically”
A PoC Client SHOULD be able to publish its Invited Parties Identity Information Mode Setting for its Home PoC Server’s behaviour when the Home PoC Server will accept an invitation automatically as follows;
· “Not answer automatically when ID Notification Indication of his/her PoC Address is set as “SHOWN” in a received invitation” or

· “Not answer automatically when ID Notification Indications of all invited PoC Addresses are set as “HIDDEN” in a received invitation”.
