The scope of the Push to talk over Cellular (PoC) V2.0 architecture document is to define the architecture for the PoC service enabler V2.0. This architecture is backward compatible with the PoC AD V1.0 [PoC AD 1.0]. The architecture is based on the requirements listed for the system in the PoC requirements document [PoC RD V1.0] and [PoC RD V2.0]. 

The architecture of the SIP/IP Core and the underlying access network for PoC is out of scope of this document. When SIP/IP Core corresponds to the 3GPP IMS the architecture the 3GPP enablers for OMA PoC services are described in [3GPP TR 23.979].
