· Send the Charging Correlation ID to PoC Servers performing the Participating PoC Function.
· Include the Charging Correlation ID in PoC Charging Events for the associated PoC Session.
· Retire the Charging Correlation ID when the PoC Session is terminated.

The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL:
· Save the Charging Correlation ID received from the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function.
· Include the Charging Correlation Identity in PoC Charging Events for the associated PoC Session.
· Retire the Charging Correlation ID when the PoC Session is terminated at the Participating PoC Function.
