This subclause describes the case in which PoC Server in the Home Network initiates the reserved PoC Session when the Invitation Reservation Conditions are satisfied. It assumes that the invited PoC Client is using manual answer in the Figure XX.
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Figure XX: Invitation Reservation, PoC Session initiated by PoC Server
1-5. The PoC Server A initiates the PoC Session by sending the INVITE request towards the PoC Client B. Information elements contained in the INVITE request: 

a. Media Parameters of PoC Server A
b. PoC service indication

c. PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client A
d. PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client B (for 1-1 and Ad-hoc PoC Group Session); or 
PoC Group Identity (for Pre-arranged PoC Group Session) 
e. Controlling PoC Function assigned indication (for 1-1 and Ad-hoc PoC Group Session)
f. Media/Talk Burst Control Protocol proposal
g. PoC Session Identity assigned by the PoC Server
6-10. When the PoC Client B receives the INVITE request and the PoC Client B sends back the ALERTING indication toward the PoC Server A through the signalling path.
11-12. The PoC Client B sends an OK response to the INVITE request. The OK response is sent to the PoC Server B through the signalling path. 
a. Media Parameters of PoC Client B
b. Selected Media/Talk Burst Control Protocol 
13-15. The PoC Server B sends the OK response toward the PoC Server A through the signalling path. Information elements contained in the OK response:

c. Media Parameters of PoC Server B
d. Selected Media/Talk Burst Control Protocol 
NOTE: When the PoC Server A initiates the reserved PoC Session it may initiate the PoC Session to the PoC Client A and then, on receiving the OK response from the PoC Client A, initiate to the PoC Client B or the PoC Server A may initiate the PoC Session to both PoC Client A and PoC Client B at the same time. As shown in the Figure XX in 9.x.2.2 the PoC Server A may initiate the PoC Session to the PoC Client B and then initiates to the PoC Client A.
16-17. When the PoC Server A receives the OK response from the PoC Client B it sends a Session start indication toward the PoC Client A via the SIP/IP Core A. Information elements contained in the Session start indication request:

a. PoC Address of PoC Client B
b. Indication of PoC Session Acceptance
