In this document  we propose this function as a kind of Answer mode override. In addition we propose again to remove the Editor's Note.

4.26 PoC Service Settings 

The PoC Client SHALL control the following PoC Service Settings via the POC-1 reference point:

· Answer Mode;

· Incoming Session Barring; 

· Incoming Instant Personal Alert Barring;
· Simultaneous PoC Sessions Support:
· Incoming Condition Based PoC Session Barring;
· Enhanced Simultaneous PoC Sessions; and
· Invited Parties Identity Information Answer Mode.
The following subclause describes the PoC Service Settings in more detail.

4.26.1 Answer mode

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL store the Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User 

The PoC Client SHALL allow the PoC User to change the Answer Mode setting.

The possible Answer Mode settings are:

· Automatic answer; and

· Manual answer.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHALL include the value of the Answer Mode in all invitations to the Served PoC User.

4.26.x  Invited Parties Identity Information Answer Mode

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network SHOULD store the Invited Parties Identity Information Answer Mode setting provided by the PoC Client for the Served PoC User when the Home PoC Server will accept an invitation automatically.

The PoC Client SHOULD allow the PoC User to change the Invited Parties Identity Information Answer Mode setting.

The possible Preference for Invited Parties Identity Information Answer Mode setting are:
· Not automatic when my Identity shown; or,
· Not automatic when all Identities hidden; or,
· Not automatic when my Identity shown or all Identities hidden; or
· Automatic with any Identity Information status.
Change 2:  Brief description of change
4.27 Answer mode override
4.27.1 Manual Answer Override (MAO)
A PoC Client MAY initiate a PoC Session with a request to override the Answer Mode setting of invited PoC Client(s) if the Answer Mode setting is the Manual Answer Mode.

The PoC Server in the Home PoC Network of the PoC User requesting Answer Mode override SHALL authorize the MAO request. If authorization is not successful the establishment of the PoC Session SHALL be rejected.

The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function serving the Invited PoC User SHALL authorize the MAO request when received in an invitation request. If authorization is not successful the invitation request SHALL be rejected.
4.27.2 Polite Calling
A PoC Client MAY initiate a PoC Session with a request to override Answer Mode setting of invited PoC Client(s) if the Answer Mode setting is the Automatic Answer Mode. 

If the PoC Server receives a manual answer request in an invitation request the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function serving an Invited PoC User SHALL use the Manual Answer Mode procedure independent on the Answer Mode setting of the PoC User's PoC Clients.
4.35.x  Invited parties information based control
Even if the Answer Mode setting of invited PoC Client is the Automatic Answer Mode, the PoC server performing the Participation PoC Function SHOULD use the Manual Answer Mode in line with the Invited Parties Identity Information Answer Mode Setting as described in Subsection 4.41 "Invited Parties Identity Information" .

4.41  Invited Parties Identity Information
 SKIPPING… 

A PoC Client SHOULD be able to publish its Invited Parties Identity Information Answer Mode Setting for its Home PoC Server’s behaviour when the Home PoC Server will accept an invitation automatically as follows;
· “Not answer automatically when ID Notification Indication of his/her PoC Address is set as “SHOWN” in a received invitation” or

· “Not answer automatically when ID Notification Indications of all invited PoC Addresses are set as “HIDDEN” in a received invitation”.
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
