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1 Reason for Change

This document is a revised version of document OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0153R01-AD-QoE-section-9. Changes from that document are:
· It addresses correct sections in new SD document.

· It updates signaling flows to be aligned with last version of QoE procedures (as reflected in document 0071R07)
Reasons for change:
OMA PoC v2.0 Requirement Document introduced the concept of Quality of Experience (ref to RD section 6.1.9)

This new functionality needs to be introduced in the SD for consistency.

Summary of changes:

This CR introduces the required changes to be included in 'High level Procedures (Informative)' section 5 in order to address the introduction of the concept of QoE Profiles in OMA PoC v2.0. Modifications to already existing subclauses can be found in the attached document, whereas modifications requiring the additions of new subclauses in section 5 are directly proposed in this document.
If changes are not included, the corresponding requirements in RD are not fulfilled.

5.x QoE mismatch
This subclause describes the procedures followed when a PoC Client fails to reserve the resources he requests to the underlying network according to his Local QoE Profile for the PoC Session, as provisioned by the PoC Service Provider. 
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Figure 1: QoE mismatch information procedure
1-3. The PoC Client A sends and UPDATE message to inform his Home PoC Network about the fact that he could not get resources in the underlying according to the Local QoE Profile for the PoC Session. 

Information elements contained in the UPDATE message are:
a. PoC Session Id

b. QoE mismatch advice
c. PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client A
4. Upon receiving the QoE mismatch indication, the PoC Server A (participating) considers the information for charging.
5-6. PoC Server A forwards the UPDATE message to the Controlling PoC Function.
Information elements contained in the UPDATE message are:

a. PoC Session Id

b. QoE mismatch advice

c. PoC Address of the PoC User at the PoC Client A
7. PoC Server X (controlling) considers the information for charging purposes.
8-12. PoC Server X (controlling) sends the OK response back to the PoC Client A along the same signalling path.
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
