Justification
The 4.35 “Advanced Revocation alert” subclause describes the feature in a somehow inconsistent manner. The maximum transmit time and alert margin is received in the TBCP/MBCP Confirm response message (not just in any TBCP/MBCP message). The use of the alert margin is never explained using “alert margin”. The “maximum transmit time” is not consistently used in the description.
This CR is trying to clean up the above problem.
Scope of change
The subclause 4.35 is modified to make more consistent use of the terminology related to Advanced Revocation Alert.
Impacted subclauses
The subclause 4.35 is modified.
Consequence if not accepted
The work with UP may be confusing.

4.35  Advanced Revocation Alert
The PoC Client MAY support the Advanced Revocation alert which indicate remaining Media transmit time to the PoC User.
The PoC Client SHOULD indicate an alert to the PoC User before the Talk and/or Media transmit time is almost ending, if received Talk Burst Control message and/or Media Burst control message including time information from PoC Server performing Controlling PoC Function. The PoC Client MAY have the capability to configure the alert (e.g., sound, volume, vibration, time etc).  

The PoC Server performing Controlling PoC Function SHALL include maximum transmit time information and SHOULD include Alert Margin time in the Talk Burst Confirm response message and in the Media Burst Confirm response  message based on Service Provider Policy.  

When the PoC Client receives a Talk Burst Confirm response message or a Media Burst Confirm response message the PoC Client SHALL run the timer using maximum transmit time information. The PoC Client MAY display the remaining time information to the PoC User or indicate an alert (e.g., beep, lightning, vibration, etc.) to the PoC User that remaining transfer time is almost ending.
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
