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1 Reason for Change

This is purely an editorial CR but since the disposition of this CR can affect other non-editorial CR (Doc#400 PoC Box criteria Access Policy), the author marks this as level 2. Bug fix and wants be discussed together with Doc#400.
a) Justification:
1st change: The reference document name for [XDM AD] is corrected.
2nd change: Under subclause 6.1.2 XML Document Management Client, we write in a generic way such as the XDMC supports a operation, a feature, a function or a service but then again, we should create definitions for any small behaviour whenever that small behaviour should be taken by XDMC. At the end, those definitions are not really used often (definitions are needed when they are repeatedly used many times.) There is even no definition for Incoming Media Barring (IMB) yet. SD document is the right place to describe what XDMC does for IMB and it was already described as so “The XDMC MAY support configuration of Incoming Media Barring conditions.” 
3rd change: Simple editorial errors are corrected.

The XML Document Management Client (XDMC) is an XCAP client which manages XML documents stored in the network (e.g. PoC-specific documents in the PoC XDMS, URI lists used as e.g. Contact Lists in the Shared XDMS, etc).  Management features include operations such as create, modify, retrieve, and delete.  

The XDMC MAY be implemented in a UE or fixed terminal.

The XDMC SHALL 
Manage XML documents.
The XDMC MAY 
Subscribe to changes made to XML documents stored in the network, such that it will receive notifications when those documents change.
