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1 Reason for Change

a) Justification:
This CR is to specify the SD proposal of the locally granted permission to send media.  Ref. OMA-POC-POCv2-2005-0016-Performance-Improvements.
The proposal is almost the same as described in the OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0171R01-AD-Pre-granted-permission-to-send, but:

· new SD template is used (in stead of AD)
· some clarifications made

· other impacts clarified. 
b) Clauses affected:

c) Summary of change:
This CR describes the SD level description for the locally granted permission to send Talk Burst.  

On SD level no other changes are needed.  All message flows can be the same on the UP.  On stage 3 some kind of optimisation may be done and this kind of optimisation may change the flows.
OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-0171R01-AD-Pre-granted-permission-to-send is used as a baseline.
d) Consequence if not approved:
The locally granted permission to send Talk Burst procedure is almost the only performance improvement in the PoC 2.0.
e) Reason for revision:

6 Detailed Change Proposal
4.9.x  Local Talk Burst granted mode

PoC Client and PoC Server MAY support local Talk Burst granted mode.


If the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function uses the local Talk Burst granted mode, the PoC Server SHALL indicate by sending a message the allowance of the local Talk Burst granted to the PoC Client(s) in the PoC Session.
PoC Client MAY send a Talk Burst to the PoC Server before getting Talk Burst granted message, if local Talk Burst granted mode is indicated by PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function.


The PoC Server SHALL revoke the Talk Burst in case another Talk Burst in the same PoC Session is already on-going or PoC Server has already granted Talk Burst to another PoC Client.

NOTE 1:  Talk Burst queuing can’t be used with local Talk Burst granted mode.

If local Talk Burst granted mode is supported, the PoC Client and the PoC Server SHALL support the following requests/responses/indications:

· Local Talk Burst granted indication:
The indication is sent by the PoC Server to the PoC Client(s) to allow locally to grant the permission to send a Talk Burst. The local Talk Burst granted indication SHALL include:
· A PoC Session Identifier.
NOTE 2:  In stage 3 should be defined if this is an additional element in the existing “No Talk Burst” indication or a new message.
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
