7.24 Reference point LI-1: Functional Entities – Law Enforcement Monitoring Facility
The LI-1 reference point supports the communication between functional entities and Law Enforcement Monitoring Facilities. The LI-1 reference point uses protocols defined by applicable LI specifications that transport the LI information to Law Enforcement Monitoring Facilities.  The definition of these LI protocols is outside the scope of this specification.  When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP IMS, the LI-1 reference point SHALL conform to the HI1, HI2 and HI3 reference point [3GPP TS 33.107].  The administration of LI information is also outside the scope of this specification.
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
