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1 Reason for Contribution

This contribution describes the steps within the OMA PoC and MCC WGs which will develop PoC charging within the current PoC 2.0 schedule. Originally this contribution was to provide two work flow alternatives of developing PoC charging either entirely in OMA POC WG or in OMA MCC WG. However, after examining the alternatives, an effort to develop charging with the tasks divided between the two groups provided the best approach to meet the PoC 2.0 schedule.  Note that this plan still assumes that any bearer and/or IMS core network charging impacted by the new POC 2.0 capabilities will be addressed in 3GPP SA 5 and 3GPP2 TSG-X.
The current status of POC 2.0 charging work is as follows:

1)  RD: A CR to the RD based on the 2.0/2.1 worksplit to reflect the derivative nature of charging arising from both 2.0 and 2.1 features is required.

2)  AD: Work is completed, no further CRs expected.
3)  SD: 
a) CR(s) to cleanup and complete the charging section 4.14 to possibly include high level offline triggers, online triggers and online information elements for online charging reservation.
b) CR(s) to add an appendix on charging details based on OMA MCC charging template OMA-MCC-2006-0091-Initial_Text_For_Charging_In_An_Enabler
4)  TS: As identified from the SD charging appendix: Create, define and assign new AVPs; re-use and expand existing AVPs.
5)  ETR: PoC Charging is a multi-enabler (PoC and charging) function which is not currently covered by IOP practices.  Therefore no ETR work or CRs are required.
2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes a task plan for developing PoC 2.0 charging within OMA according to the following requirements of the OMA-RD-PoC-V2_0-20060510-D:

The schedule for completing the PoC 2.0 charging is described as follows along with the WG “owner”:

· RD CR submitted to Osaka meeting [OMA PoC].
· SD section 14 cleanup CRs submitted to Osaka and Toronto meetings [OMA PoC].
· SD Charging Appendix submitted to Osaka meeting and completed in the Toronto and Beijing meetings [OMA PoC].

· TS AVP creation and re-use in the Beijing meeting [OMA MCC].
· 3GPP core network and bearer level changes – TBD [3GPP SA 5].
· 3GPP2 core network and bearer level changes – TBD [3GPP2 TSG-X].
