Editor's note: How to a apply PoC Service Policies e.g. filtering is FFS.
Request with Media Content is used to allow the PoC Client to include some information in invitations to PoC Sessions or in Group Advertisement messages.

The Media content MAY be included, subject to PoC Service Provider policies, as:
· Referenced Media Content;

· Text Content; and,

· Included Media Content.

An Invited PoC Client MAY publish a PoC Service Setting for Included Media Content in a Request Support  to the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function.

What Media Types the PoC Client supports depends on the Service Provider policy.

When the PoC Server receives an invitation to a PoC Session or a Group Advertisement request, it SHALL remove the Media Content in the request if the PoC Service Settings of the served PoC Client does not indicate Included Media Content in a Request Support is True or if the Service Provider Policy indicates that the PoC User does not support the Media Type in the Included Media Content included in the request.
 The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function MAY replace a Referenced Media Content with an Included Media Content responding to the Referenced Media Content. The PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function SHALL retrieve the Media Content and replace the Referenced Media Content with an Included Media Content if the Invited PoC Client supports Included Media Content and the Referenced Media Type but does not support Referenced Media Content. 
NOTE: The same policy SHALL be performed as the Included Media Content after the PoC Server replaced the Referenced Media Content.

· False: indicate that the publishing PoC Client does not support Request with Media Content
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
