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1 Reason for Change

As part of the split of POC 2.0 requirements into version 2.0 and 2.1, all the requirements in the RD were placed into only one of 3 possible categories – 2.0; 2.1; or post 2.1. This was to reflect the particular version of PoC which the requirement applies to.

In the case of charging requirements, this restriction creates an unintended consequence for the general charging requirements which this CR addresses.
In the RD, there are general charging requirements (FUNC-CHG-GN-001, FUNC-CHG-GN-002, and FUNC-CHG-GN-005) and there are charging requirements tied to specific new functionality (FUNC-CHG-GN-003, FUNC-CHG-GN-004, FUNC-CHG-NB-001, FUNC-CHG-NB-002, FUNC-CHG-IWF-001, FUNC-CHG-IWF-002, FUNC-CHG-IWG-003, FUNC-CHG-IWF-004, FUNC-CHG-IWF-005, FUNC-EPE-MC-013,  FUNC-QOE-GN-010, FUNC-XDM-GL-007, FUNC-IWF-GN-005, and FUNC-USA-MC-007).  Specifying a single version (2.0 or 2.1) for where the charging requirements for specific new functionality will be introduced is appropriate.  However the general charging requirements which in essence say “be able to charge for the new capabilities in a new version” applies to both versions equally without going through and enumerating all the new capabilities for each version.
As the RD is currently written, it essentially says “be able to charge for new 2.0 capabilities and for only those new features in 2.1 described by FUNC-CHG-NB-001, FUNC-CHG-NB-002, FUNC-CHG-IWF-001, FUNC-CHG-IWF-002, FUNC-CHG-IWF-003, FUNC-CHG-IWF-004, FUNC-CHG-IWF-005, FUNC-CHG-USA-MC-007 and FUNC-XDM-GL-007.  There are no requirements for developing charging for other new PoC 2.1 features such as incoming media barring, outgoing session barring, invitation reservation, PoC session transfer, expelling participants, crises handling, moderated PoC groups, dynamic PoC groups.
This CR provides a change to the general charging requirements so that they apply to both PoC 2.0 and 2.1 so that there is a driver to develop charging support for PoC 2.1 features.

If this CR is not adopted, there will not be any requirement to develop charging support for significant PoC 2.1 features, of which many are for operator value add services.

· PoC Service interactions (e.g., special rights or roles, join a PoC Group Session, leave a PoC Group Session, administer PoC Groups, etc).

· Number and type of PoC Sessions initiated (successful attempts)

· QoE profile for each PoC Session initiation (QoS and priority)

· Number and type of failed PoC Session attempts, with time stamps of failed attempts.

· Number and type of Participants in each PoC Session, including their identities and the identity and type of the PoC Group (if applicable). Also considering the special case of non-human Participant (PoC Box, etc)

· Duration of each PoC Session, with start and finish time stamps.

· Type of IP address used for downlink in the PoC Session (unicast vs. multicast)

· Number and types of Media exchanged in the PoC Session.

· For each Media Type actually exchanged by the PoC User in the PoC Session:

· Duration of transmit time for the Media in the PoC Session (i.e., total time periods for all Media Bursts by a PoC Subscriber).

· Number of Media Bursts transmitted.

· Volume of data (e.g., Media packets, bytes).

· Codification used.
