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1 Reason for Change
a) Justification:
Adding/removing media at one PoC Session leg (between a PoC Client and PoC Server) currently has no effect on other PoC Session legs (between other PoC Clients and PoC Server).

There should be some behavior defined, otherwise if a PoC Client wants to start communicating using a new Media Type, it would need to ask (e.g. over PoC Speech) all the PoC Session Participants to manually add this new Media Type to the PoC Session.
b) Clauses affected:

Subclause 4.6 and 3.2
c) Summary of change:
This contribution expects that all the PoC Session Participants have to use the same Media-floor Control Entities binding (restricted to the used Media Types). Therefore this contribution suggests that 
· if Media-floor Control Entity binding is unchanged and Media Types are removed, this has only effect on one PoC Session leg (between a PoC Client and PoC Server), 
· if Media-floor Control Entity binding is unchanged and new Media Types are added, it results to PoC Session modification with every other PoC Session Participant.

· if Media-floor Control Entity binding in changed regardless of suggested Media Types, the PoC Server generates PoC Session modification to every other PoC Session Participant. If the PoC Session Participant rejects the PoC Session modification or answers with incompatible Media-floor Control Entity binding, it is expelled from PoC Session.
d) Consequence if not approved:

Adding/removing media at one PoC Session leg (between a PoC Client and PoC Server) will have no effect on other PoC Session legs (between other PoC Clients and PoC Server).
Media-floor Control Entity binding change may break down as result of PoC Session modification since one PoC Client may have the Media Types bound to different Media-floor Control Entity than other PoC Clients.

4.6 Session establishment

4.6.3 General

The originated procedures describe how requests are transported from the originating PoC User to the PoC Server serving the originating PoC User.

The terminated procedures describe how requests are transported from the PoC Server serving the originating PoC User to the terminating PoC User.
Both originated and terminated procedures also define how Media can be offered when sending a request to establish a PoC Session.

The PoC Client, SIP/IP Core and PoC Server SHOULD be able use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS routing mechanisms as defined in [3GPP TS 24.229][3GPP2 X.S0013.4].

4.6.3.1 Originated procedures

The PoC Client SHALL send all requests to the SIP/IP Core. The PoC Client SHALL indicate in the request that it communicates using PoC service so that it is possible for the SIP/IP Core to route the request to the PoC Server.
In its request, the PoC Client MAY offer one or more Media when establishing a PoC Session. The Media offered for a PoC Session MAY be any of the Media that are supported by the PoC Client.
When the PoC Server in the originating network receives the request it performs the necessary originating service control. If the service control determines that the PoC Session establishment continues and the PoC Session is hosted by another PoC Server, then the originating PoC Server SHALL route the request to the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function via the originating SIP/IP Core.

NOTE 1: The originating PoC Server can be the PoC Server performing the Participating PoC Function and the Controlling PoC Function in 1-1 PoC Session or Ad-hoc PoC Session.
NOTE 2: 
Routing of requests between domains is a function of the SIP/IP Core and is out of the scope of this specification.
4.6.3.2 Terminated procedures

The PoC Server SHALL send all requests to the same SIP/IP Core that it received the originating request from. The PoC Server SHALL indicate in the request that it communicates using PoC service so that it is possible for the SIP/IP Core to route the request to the PoC Client. 

When the PoC Server in the terminating network receives the request it performs the necessary terminating service control. If the service control determines that the PoC Session establishment continues then the terminating PoC Server SHALL route the request to the terminating PoC Client via the terminating SIP/IP Core.

When the PoC Server in the terminating network sends the request to establish a PoC Session towards the terminating PoC Client, the request SHALL either contain the same Media Types or subset of the Media Types contained in the initial received request.
4.6.3.3 Session modification
During a PoC Session, either the PoC Server or PoC Client MAY initiate a session modification procedure. Session modification MAY be due to adding or removing Media Types from the PoC Session or due to updating the Media Parameters.
If a PoC Client of a PoC Session Participant initiates PoC Session modification, where the previously offered Media Types are bound to the same Media-floor Control Entities as previously, and the PoC Client offers less or equal Media Types than the current PoC Session Media Types the PoC Server SHALL accept the PoC Session modification.
Editor's note: it is FFS under which condition the removal of a media by a PoC Session Participant should result to removal of the media from the PoC Session (from all the PoC Session Participants).
If a PoC Client of a PoC Session Participant initiates PoC Session modification, where the previously offered Media Types are bound to the same Media-floor Control Entities as previously, and the PoC Client offers Media Types additional to the current PoC Session Media Types, the PoC Server MAY accept the PoC Session modification. If the PoC Server accepts the PoC Session modification with a Media Type, the PoC Server SHALL initiate PoC Session modification to the PoC Clients of the other PoC Session Participants with the new offer containing the Media Types currently agreed between PoC Server and the PoC Client and additional Media Types to the previously used PoC Session Media Types. 
If a PoC Client of a PoC Session Participant initiates PoC Session modification, where the previously offered Media Types are bound to the different Media-floor Control Entities than previously, the PoC Server MAY accept the PoC Session modification. If the PoC Server accepts the PoC Session modification with a Media Type, the PoC Server SHALL initiate PoC Session modification to the PoC Clients of the other PoC Session Participants with the new offer containing the Media Types currently agreed between PoC Server and the PoC Client and the new Media-floor Control Entity bindings. If the terminating PoC Client rejects the new offer or if the Media-floor Control Entity bindings in the PoC session modification response are not compatible with the offered Media-floor Control Entity bindings, the PoC Server SHALL expel the PoC Client from the PoC Session.
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
