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1 Reason for Change

Justification
The PoC RD contains a requirement as “Discrete Media transfer progress and final delivery report”
· OMA-RD-PoC-V2_0-20060321-D  FUNC-NMT-029 In a given PoC2 session with Discrete Media there SHALL be possible to indicate back to the sender the status (e.g., start/end/progress steps) of the Media transfer.
This Requirement indicates that PoC Enabler SHALL support progress indication to the sender of the data on the discrete media transfer. Based on that, it is assumed that PoC Client MAY request progress reports about recipients and that PoC Server SHALL support it, when requested.

There is other proposal as for SD solution, which is based on defining a new method, "PROGRESS".

Based on discussions with IETF people dealing with MSRP and Multiparty-Chat internet drafts, another proposal that is based on existing MSRP draft and use of existing MSRP REPORT. According to MSRP draft, a REPORT MAY contain a Body that can be used for purposes of providing information on legs beyond the MSRP switch. This property is used.
Scope of change
This CR proposes SD solution and text for discrete media progress reporting.
Impacted subclauses
A new subclause 5.23 is added.
Consequence if not accepted
 The Discrete Media transfer progress and final delivery report is not possible.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  (Modified text) 
5.23       Discrete Media transfer progress and final delivery report

In a PoC Session, a Participant sending Discrete Media to other Participants of a PoC Session can request progress reports about the Discrete Media reception of other Participants from a PoC Server. In addition to progress reports, a Participant can also request final reports on the Discrete Media transfer. Both progress report and final report can contain either success reports or failure reports or both.
The following subclauses describe mechanisms and procedures about Discrete Media progress report and final report functionalities.
5.23.1       Requesting Discrete Media progress report and final report
This subclause describes the mechanism and procedure to request a progress report and final report for Discrete Media transfer. 
A PoC Client that is sending Discrete Media to other Participants of a PoC Session MAY request:

1. No Report;

2. Success-Report on its Discrete Media transfer to the PoC Server:
3. Failure-Report on its Discrete Media transfer to the PoC Server;

4. Success-Report on its Discrete Media transfer to other Participant(s);

5. Failure-Report on its Discrete Media transfer to other Participant(s);

When requesting success-report or failure-report on Discrete Media transfer to the PoC Server, the PoC Client sets the Success-Report or Failure-Report header to value 'yes'.
When requesting success-report or failure-report on Discrete Media transfer to other Participants, the PoC Client includes a "PoC-progress-report" MIME type in the accepted type in its SDP offer and sets the Success-Report header or Failure-Report header to a value 'yes' in its MSRP SEND requests.
Editor's Note: The "PoC-progress-report" MIME type needs to be specified by the PoC WG and registered according to procedures on how new MIME types are registered. The name for the MIME type is just draft proposal.
Including "PoC-progress-report" MIME type in the accepted types in the SDP offer SHALL be considered by the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function that PoC Client is requesting progress reports about the Discrete Media transfer to the other Participants.
5.23.2       Carrying Discrete Media progress report and final report
This subclause describes on how progress reports and final reports arecarried in case they have been requested by the PoC Client sending the Discrete Media.
If the PoC Client has included "PoC-progress-report" MIME type in accepted types in its SDP offer/answer and has set the  Success-Report or Failure-Report header to value 'yes' in its SEND requests, the PoC Server SHALL provide the Discrete Media transfer progress reports on other Participants to that PoC Client when it is sending Discrete Media.

PoC Server SHALL include a MIME body "PoC-progress-report" in the REPORT requests.

The "PoC-progress-report" MIME body MAY contain Discrete Media progress information of one or more Participant(s).
5.23.3       Contents of Discrete Media progress report and final report

The Discrete Media progress reports and final reports are carried in "PoC-progress-report" MIME body. The "PoC-progress-report" MIME body MAY contain progress report or final report information of one or more Participants.

The information in the "PoC-progress-report" MIME body MAY consist of:

1. The Identity of the Participant
2. Amount of data packets received successfully

3. Amount of data packets received unsuccessfully

5.23.4       Periodicity of Discrete Media progress report and final report

If PoC Client sending the Discrete media has requested progress report on Discrete Media transfer, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL provide progress information to the sender of the Media.
The periodicity of the progress report is defined according to local policy at the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Fucntion.
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
