6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  (Modified text) 
4.43.x Discrete Media transfer progress and final report
The PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL support Discrete media transfer progress and final report. 

The PoC Client that support Discrete media SHALL support Discrete media transfer progress and final report.

The reception of Discrete Media transfer progress and final report MAY be activated on a per user basis. A PoC user MAY opt to receive either “Detailed progress report”, “Optimized progress report”, “Final report” or “No report”.
4.43.x.1       Discrete Media transfer progress local policy information elements
The PoC Server SHALL define following attributes related to Media transfer progress report based on the local policy

a. Default “Media progress report periodicity”;
b. Default “Report delivery choice” per destination;
The “Report delivery choice” may have one of the following settings:
i. Detailed progress report;
ii. Optimized progress report;
iii. Final report; and,
iv. No report.

The PoC server performing the controlling PoC function SHALL allow  negotiation of these parameters value either at session setup or during the session by the participants. If not negotiated, the default values MAY be used.
4.43.x.2       Discrete Media transfer progress and final record 

If Media transfer progress and final report feature is activated The PoC server performing the controlling PoC function shall record following information at the defined periodicity.

a. Time stamp;
b. List of transfer (no. of data chunk) completed per destination; and,

c. List of transfer status per destination (Completed, In progress, Failed and Failure reason code).
Editor’s Note: The format and level of detail in detailed or optimized progress reports and final reports will be specified in Stage 3.
4.43.x.3       Discrete Media transfer status collection and report creation

1. When sending MSRP SEND request towards each recipient the PoC Server performing the controlling PoC function SHALL set up the “success-report” and “failure-report” header field to “yes”.

2. After receipt of each chunk of data the recipient PoC Clients SHALL send the “Success REPORT” or “Failure REPORT” to the controlling PoC Server.

3. The PoC Server performing the controlling PoC function SHALL record the  receipt of “success REPORT” or ”failure REPORT” of each “SEND” request on each link.

4. The PoC Server performing the controlling PoC function SHALL create the “Media transfer progress report record” at the defined periodicity by taking a snap-shot of the current media transfer status of each recipient and send the “Media transfer progress report” record to the interested PoC clients. 
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
