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1 Reason for Change

The <list> element and its child <entry> element(s) can be present within a <list-service> element syntactically even if the “uri” attribute of the <list-service> element is set to a PoC Group Identity. However, the <list> element and its child <entry> element(s) are not needed to initiate a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session or Chat PoC Group Session. Therefore, I think it should be recommended that those elements are not included in the PoC Invocation Descriptor in case of Pre-arranged PoC Group Session and Chat PoC Group Session, although Web server’s behaviour is absolutely outside the scope of this specification.
From this point of view, I want to add some sentences into section 6.2.2 to give readers of this specification useful information.

This CR also includes some editorial fixes to sections 6.2.1 and 6.2.3.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

There is no impact on backward compatibility.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

There is no impact on other specifications.

5 Recommendation

It is recommended to include the proposed modification to the PoC Invocation Descriptor TS.

6 Detailed Change Proposal
6.2.1.  The <list-service> element

The <list-service> element determines PoC Session to be used for invoking PoC Session.

The <list-service> element SHALL appear exactly one time in the PoC Invocation Descriptor.

Element attributes

uri

This attribute represents the PoC Group Identity. 

The value of this attribute when associated with a <list-service> element SHALL be in the format of a SIP URI [RFC3261]. The value of this attribute SHALL be either a PoC Group Identity or Conference-Factory-URI. When the value of this　attribute is a PoC Group Identity, the PoC Session will be a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session or Chat PoC Group Session. When the value of this attribute is a Conference-Factory-URI, the PoC Session will be an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session or 1-1 PoC Session. 
When the value of this attribute is a Conference-Factory-URI, the PoC Client SHOULD create and send a SIP INVITE request for an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session or 1-1 PoC Session Initiation as specified in [OMA-PoC-CP]”Procedures at the PoC Client” using the contents of the <entry> elements included in the <list> element.

When the value of this attribute is NOT a Conference-Factory-URI, the PoC Client SHOULD create and send a SIP INVITE request for  a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session or Chat PoC Group Session Initiation as specified in [OMA-PoC-CP] ”Procedures at the PoC Client” using the attribute value as PoC Group Identity.

In this context, a URI is a Conference-Factory-URI if it matches one of the provisioned Conference-Factory-URI values in the UE. A URI that is not a Conference-Factory-URI is a PoC Group Identity.

Element content

The <list-service> element MAY contain the <display-name> element. When the value of the “uri” attribute is a Conference-Factory-URI, the <list-service> element SHALL contain exactly one <list> element. When the value of the "uri" attribute is a PoC Group Identity, the <list-service> element MAY contain one or zero <list> elements.
The <list-service> element MAY contain any other elements from any other namespaces for the purpose of extensibility.
Note: In case of Pre-arranged and Chat PoC Group Sessions, the SIP INVITE request is to be sent to the PoC Group Identity specified by the <list-service> element , not the URI(s) specified by each <entry> element in the <list> element.

6.2.2.  The <list> element

The <list> element determines the entries to be used for Ad-hoc PoC Group Session or 1-1 PoC Session.
A syntactically valid <list> element with valid child <entry> element(s) MAY be present even if the value of the “uri” attribute of their parent <list-service> element is set to a PoC Group Identity. However these elements are not required to initiate a Pre-arranged PoC Group Session or a Chat PoC Group Session, and MUST be ignored.
Element content

The <list> element SHALL contain one or more <entry> elements. 

6.2.3. The <entry> element

The <entry> element determines a PoC User to be invited to an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session or a 1-1 PoC Session.

The <entry> element SHALL appear at least once in the <list> element. The <entry> element SHALL have a single mandatory attribute, “uri”.

Element attributes

uri

This attribute represents the single PoC User. 

The value of this attribute when associated with a <entry> element SHALL be in the format of a SIP URI as specified in [RFC3261] or a TEL URI as defined in [RFC3966]. The value of the "uri" attribute in an <entry> element SHALL be unique amongst all other values of the "uri" attributes in <entry> elements within the same <list> element.
Element content

The <entry> element MAY contain the <display-name> element.
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
