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1 Reason for Change

At the Beijing Meeting there was a discussion with an IOP WG expert regarding the meaning of “Conditional Mandatory” within the SCR table of PoC Invocation Descriptor specification, since the PoC Invocation Descriptor functionality itself is optional in the context of PoC2.0. Two points were raised:

[1] It should be mentioned in the ERELD that the whole PoC ID functionality is “Optional”, since the PoC ID is a separate specification and identifiable in the ERELD.
[2] Given [1], in PoC ID’s SCR table, all of mandatory features if PoC ID is supported should be defined as “Mandatory”.

In accordance with [2] above, this CR proposes to change the status of each feature in current SCR tables from “O” to “M”. Additionally in accordance to [1] above, an example table like the one below will appear in the PoC2.0 ERELD.

And also the IOP WG expert said that current SCR table may be simplified by combining some features. (Ex. Current PoC-ID-UE-001 and 002 can be combined.) According to his comments, this CR also offers some simplification of SCR table.
