6 Detailed Change Proposal

7.2.1.7 PoC Session modification

The PoC Session modification can be made due to changing codecs and Media Parameters of Media, changing the formats of supported Media, adding new Media to a PoC Session,disconnecting from a Media, connecting to a Media or changing bindings between Media and Media-floor Control Entities or combination of these.

Editor's note: Changing Media and Media-floor Control binding in a PoC Session is FFS
Upon receiving a SIP UPDATE request or a SIP re-INVITE request within an existing PoC Session including a new SDP offer as specified by [RFC3264] and [RFC4566] the PoC Server:
· 1. SHALL validate that the received SDP offer includes at least one Media for which the Media Parameters and at least one codec or Media format is acceptable by the PoC Server and if not reject the request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
· 2. SHALL perform actions to verify the Authenticated Originator's PoC Address and authorize the request as specified in subclause 7.2.1.20 "Policy for adding Media to PoC Session", if offered a Media currently not used in the PoC Session. If any Media is not authorized in the received SDP offer, the PoC Server SHALL return 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response and include a Warning header with warning code 399 and the warning text set to '107 Not authorized to add [Media that is not authorized]'. Otherwise continue with the rest of the steps;
· 3. SHALL modify according to the received SDP offer the PoC Session towards other Participants as specified in subclause 7.2.2.5 "PoC Session modification", 
· a) if the received SDP offer includes a Media, which is currently not used in a PoC Session;

· b) if the received SDP offer includes a Media, which is used in a PoC Session and which is marked removed and if the Media removal policy defined in 7.2.1.22 "Policy for removing Media from PoC Session" allows; or,
· c) both
· 4. SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Disconnecting from a Media" for disconnecting from the Media in the PoC Session for the originating PoC Client, if the Media in the received SDP offer was marked removed;
Editor's note: It is FFS whether an explicit removal of Media from the whole PoC Session is needed or whether it is enough to have a policy which removes the Media based on disconnecting from a Media by a Participant.
· 5. SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Adding Media to PoC Session",  if the offered Media is currently not used in the PoC Session and adding Media policy as specified in subclause 7.2.1.20 "Policy for adding Media to PoC Session" allows;
· 6. SHALL interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "Connecting to a Media" for connecting to the Media in the PoC Session, if the offered Media is currently used in PoC Session, but not used by the originating PoC Client;
· 7. SHALL, if the received SDP offer includes changes in codecs or Media formats or Media Parameters from those earlier accepted by the originating PoC Client:

· a) check for each Media that the Media Parameters and Media formats and codecs are acceptable for the PoC Server, and if not, reject the Media as specified in subclause 7.2.1.1a "SDP answer generation"; and,

b) for those Media where the Media Parameters and Media formats and codecs are acceptable for PoC Server, interact with the User Plane as specified in [OMA-PoC-UP] "User Plane adaptation" for updating the User Plane with the new codecs or Media formats or Media Parameters;
1. 

8. SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response as follows:

a) include in the SIP 200 "OK" response a MIME SDP body as an SDP answer as specified in the subclause 7.2.1.1a "SDP answer generation"; and,

b) send the SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP/IP Core along the signalling path.

9. SHOULD generate a notification as specified in subclause 7.2.1.11.2 "Generating a SIP NOTIFY request" to the PoC Clients, which have subscribed to the conference state event package, if a PoC User has put the PoC Session on hold or off hold or if Media used by PoC Session modification initiator have changed and the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function includes the information about Media used in a PoC Session to the Participant information ; and,

10. SHOULD send the SIP NOTIFY request to the PoC Clients according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
NOTE: 
The PoC Server may determine to update the Media Parameters and codec(s) of the other Participants according to the local policy.  The modification is specified in subclause 7.2.2.5 "PoC Session modification".

When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Server SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of  [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
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
