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1 Reason for Contribution

During POC discussions on OMA-POC-POCv2-2006-735R02-SD-LI-Events-and-Reporting, it was identified that the proposed text on Group/Contact List Management and Presence Events and Informational Elements for Lawful Interception (LI) support provided by the Shared XDM and Presence enablers should be introduce to the PAG WG as part of PoC 2.0 LI support.  

2 Summary of Contribution

This contribution proposes the text to be included in that contribution to PAG.

3 Detailed Proposal

The following text is to be sent in an input contribution from POC to PAG.

Lawful Interception (LI) is a PoC 2.0 requirement. POC would like to provide PAG with the information that was identified to be of interest to Law Enforcement Agencies concerning Group/Contact List Management and Presence since XDM and Presence enablers might need to be reviewed to ensure that LI support is provided.  

The text discussed in POC follows and was initially proposed to be included in the PoC 2.0 System Description.  It was written from PoC service enabler perspective.

This subclause describes the PoC events that can be of interest to a Law Enforcement Agency concerning the group and list management activities of an identified PoC User as well as presence information received and sent to the identified PoC User.  

1. When the identified PoC User attempts to update his/her own Contact List (e.g., add, delete, or modify an entry) and when the contact list is updated.

2. When the identified PoC User attempts to update a Group List (e.g., add, delete, or rename a Group, or add or delete a PoC User from a Group) and when the Group List is updated.

3. When the identified PoC User attempts to update his/her own presence status and when the presence status is updated.

4. When the identified PoC User receives presence status updates for entries in his/her own Contact List.

Informational elements for these events MAY include, but are not limited to the following:

1. Identities of the identified PoC User (e.g., PoC Addresses).

2. Event type (e.g., list, modify, add entry, presence update).

3. Identities of the updated PoC User(s) or PoC Group(s).

4. Presence status.

5. Timestamp of the event.

Recommendation to PAG:  It is recommended that PAG discuss and ensure that the LI support needed for PoC 2.0 is provided in the appropriate PAG Enabler Specifications.
