According to the PoC Session release policy, If the PoC Session remains ongoing with the other PoC Clients when one PoC Client leaves, according the effect of the PoC Client’s leaving, the controlling PoC Server will perform some procedure  including the queue adjust, the information updating for Charging propose etc.
This contribution aims to add some general description in SD documents.
And also during Tallinn meeting, when we discussed the contribution #0834-CR_CR_UP_PoC_Session_release, we have an agreement to have the changed description in a proper place.

Add some description in SD documents to describe some procedures in the PoC Server when the PoC Client leaves.

4.6.1.4   PoC User Leaving PoC Sesssion
When a PoC User leaves a PoC Session according to the PoC User’s willing or was released by the Controlling PoC Sever in the PoC Session or was expelled by the authorized participant in the PoC Session, the PoC Session will be ended or not depends on the release policy.
When the PoC Session remains ongoing with the other PoC Clients, according to the effect of the PoC User’s leaving, the PoC Server SHOULD perform the following:
· Adjust the Talk Burst request queue and/or Media Burst request queue in the PoC Server after the leaving of the PoC Client if queue is used in the PoC Session (e.g. remove the Talk Burst or Media Burst request of the leaving PoC User).
· Transport the updated information (e.g. the number of Participants in the PoC Session) to support charging.
· Send a notification about the PoC User’s leaving to the other participants in the PoC Session.
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
