Reason for Change

a) Justification: 

The XML schemas defined in the ControlPlane document need be moved to separate files in order to be referenceable for OMNA. 

There are also a few errors in the XML schemas, e.g.:
· the same XML schema name is used for LocalQoE Attribute and FDCFOSupported attribute

· XML examples contain errors

· E.6 is in wrong location (to be moved to E.1.7)
· the permanent document names are different than the XML schema name they contain
· GroupAdvertisement XML schema was defined in PoCv1.0 and since there can only be one definition of the schema, in PoCv2.0 the PoCv1.0 SUP file should be referenced

· there are a few errors in the XML schemas – schemas were checked by XML schema checker (http://www.w3.org/2001/03/webdata/xsv)

Structure of the Group Advertisement Document

A Group Advertisement is an XML document that must be well-formed and has to be valid. Group Advertisement documents is based on XML 1.0 and uses UTF-8 encoding. This specification makes use of XML namespaces for identifying Group Advertisement documents and document fragments. The namespace URI for elements defined by this specification is a URN, using the namespace identifier 'oma'. This URN is:

      urn:oma:params:xml:ns:poc:group-advertisement

A Group Advertisement document begins with the root <group-advertisement> element. It consists of an optional <note> element that indicates some information to be rendered to the PoC User, and a number of <group> elements. Each group element contains an optional 'type' attribute indicating the type of the PoC Group. The current list of defined values includes "dialed-in", "dialed-out", and "other". The value "other" is left for future expandability when new types are created that cannot be framed as either dialed-in or dialed-out. The optional attribute "dispatch", as defined in subclause E.1.2 "Dispatch Attribute", is either true or false, depending on whether the Prearranged Group is a Dispatch PoC Session (true) or is not (false). 
NOTE: 
In PoC service dialed-in type corresponds the Chat PoC Group and dialed-out corresponds the Pre-arranged PoC Group.

Each <group> element contains a <display-name> child element that contains the name of the PoC Group. The <uri> child element contains the URI of the PoC Group.

A Group Advertisement document shall be identified with the MIME content type "application/vnd.poc.group-advertisement+xml".

Each <entry> contains attribute "uri", which contains SIP or TEL URI indicating the full duplex voice call address. The <entry> element can contain <postd> element, which contains a post dial string to be dialed after the full duplex voice call is set up, e.g., a conference call participant code. Multiple <entry> elements can be provided only if they identify the same full duplex voice call. 

Usage of <entry-ref>,<external> is not defined for FDFCO document and if included in FDFCO document, they are ignored. Single <list> element can be included in <resource-list>.

6.1.17 PoC Client sending an FDCFO Proceed SIP MESSAGE

Upon a request from a PoC User to send an FDCFO Proceed message, the PoC Client: 

· 1. SHALL generate a SIP MESSAGE request as specified in [OMA-IM-TS] "Sending SIP MESSAGE for Pager Mode";

· 2. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the PoC feature tag '+g.poc.fdcfo' along with 'require' and 'explicit' parameters according to rules and procedures of  [RFC3841] instead of the IM feature-tag '+g.oma.sip-im'; 

· 3. SHALL set the Request URI to the PoC Session Identity

· 4. SHALL include a  list of full duplex voice call addresses in the form of MIME application/vnd.poc.fdcfo+xml body; and,
NOTE:
The application/vnd.poc.fdcfo+xml is specified in the subclause E.1.4 "FDCFO Proceed Document".

· 5. SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE request towards the PoC Server in a new dialog according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

Editor's Note.  The new feature tag need to be registered.
When the SIP/IP Core corresponds with 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS, the PoC Client SHALL use 3GPP/3GPP2 IMS mechanisms according to rules and procedures of [TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.4] with the clarifications given in this subclause.
7.2.1.11.2 Generating a SIP NOTIFY request

The PoC Server SHALL generate a SIP NOTIFY request according to rules and procedures of [RFC3265] with the clarifications in this subclause.

The PoC Server SHALL include in the SIP NOTIFY a Resource-Priority header, according to rules and procedures of [RFC4412], of the same value as the one included in the SIP SUBSCRIBE that created the subscription, if that SIP SUBSCRIBE included a Resource-Priority and if the 'Official Government Use' QoE Profile is supported.

The PoC Server SHOULD limit the rate of SIP NOTIFY requests sent toward a PoC Client.

NOTE 1:
How a PoC Server limits the rate of SIP NOTIFY requests towards the PoC Client is out of scope of this specification.

The PoC Server SHOULD avoid sending a SIP NOTIFY request towards a PoC Client at the same time as a Talk Burst is sent towards the PoC Client or a Talk Burst is received from the PoC Client. 

When reporting changes in the Participant information the PoC Server SHALL use partial output according to rules and procedures of [RFC4575].

The PoC Server SHALL include a MIME conference-info+xml body according to rules and procedures of [RFC4575] with the following limitations:

· 1. The PoC Server SHALL include the PoC Group Identity of the PoC Group in the "entity" attribute of the <conference-info> element.
· 2. for each Participant in the PoC Session the PoC Server SHALL include a <user> element. The <user> element:

a) SHALL include the "entity" attribute. The "entity" attribute:

i. SHALL for the originating PoC Client include the Authenticated Originator's PoC Address of the initial SIP INVITE request, if the Participant has not requested privacy; or,

ii. SHALL for the originating PoC Client include the From header, if the Participant has requested privacy; or,

iii. SHALL for the originating PoC Client include the Authenticated oOriginator's PoC Address of the initial SIP INVITE request even if the Participant requested privacy, if the receiver of the SIP NOTIFY request is another PoC Server authorized as specified in subclause 7.2.1.18 "PoC Session Participant information policy"; and,

iv. SHALL for an Invited PoC Client include the identity used in the URI-list for the Invited PoC Client to an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session or the identity used in the PoC Group definition in case of a Pre-arranged or Restricted Chat PoC Group Session, if the Participant has not requested privacy; or, 

v. SHALL for an Invited PoC Client include Anonymous PoC Address (subclause "5.8 Anonymous PoC Address") of an anonymous user, as specified in [RFC4575], if the Participant has requested privacy; or,

vi. SHALL for an Invited PoC Client include the identity used in the URI-list for the Invited PoC Client to an Ad-hoc PoC Group Session or the identity used in the PoC Group definition in case of a Pre-arranged or Restricted Chat PoC Group Session even if the Participant requested privacy, if the receiver of the SIP NOTIFY request is another PoC Server authorized as specified in subclause 7.2.1.18 "PoC Session Participant information policy".

b) MAY include the <display-text> element. If included, the <display-text> element SHALL include the Nick Name of the identity which was used in the "entity" attribute as defined in a).

c) SHALL include a single <endpoint> element. The <endpoint> element

i. SHALL include the "entity" attribute;

ii. SHALL include the <status> element.  The <status> element SHOULD have one of the following values:

A.'connected' , when the Participant is added to the PoC Session; or,

B.'disconnected' , when the Participant has left the PoC Session since the last SIP NOTIFY request was sent; or,

C. 'on-hold' , when the Participant has put the PoC Session on hold; or,

D. 'alerting' , when the Invited PoC Client has responded by SIP 180 "Ringing", but not yet accepted the invitation;

E. 'disconnected' , when the invited PoC Client is disconnected from the PoC Session before the invited PoC Client has accepted the invitation and the "alerting" notification has been sent.

iii. SHALL include the <media> element as specified by [RFC4575] if more than one Media stream is negotiated in the PoC Session. If included, the <media> element SHALL include negotiated Media Types with the following clarification:

A. SHALL include in the <type> attribute as specified by [RFC4575]
B. SHALL include the <status> attribute as specified by [RFC4575].

v. MAY include the "LocalQoE" attribute in accordance with subclause E.1.3 "Participant information indications".
iv. MAY include the "FDCFOSupported" attribute in accordance with subclause E.1.3 "Participant information indications".
d) MAY include the <roles> element. If included, the <roles> element SHALL include an <entry> element with the value 'dispatcher' when the Participant is the Active PoC Dispatcher in case of a Dispatch PoC Session.
Editor’s note: How to distinguish the Audio and PoC Speech is FFS.
NOTE 2:
The usage of other values of the <status-type> element is not defined for PoC.

NOTE 3:
The usage of other elements specified in [RFC4575] is not defined for PoC.
