For the purposes of the PoC specifications, the terms and definitions given in [OMA Dictionary] and the following terms and definitions apply.

	Discrete Media Transfer Progress Report
	A report sent to the originating client at a defined periodicity to indicate incremental progress of the discrete media transfer to the terminating clients.


Change 2:  section 4.35.5
4.43.5 Discrete Media transfer progress report and final report
When transferring Discrete Media, the PoC Server performing the Controlling PoC Function SHALL support Discrete Media transfer progress report and final report. 

If  PoC Client supports Discrete Media it MAY support requesting transfer of progress reports and final report and SHALL support providing information essential for the  generation of transfer progress report and final report, if requested.

When requesting transfer reports the PoC Client MAY request either progress report, final report or both. The PoC Client MAY request final report for any Discrete Media transfer irrespective of the transfer mode and MAY request progress report only for Discrete Media file transfer using MSRP. 
Since the content of text only chat sessions and discrete Media transfer using SIP MESSAGE (pager mode) is typically of small size, progress report for such messages is not supported.
